Unique cooperation in clinical research will give better care
The Gothia Forum for Clinical Research is a new meeting-place for clinical researchers and the result of a unique cooperation between Region Västra Götaland, the University of Gothenburg, Chalmers University of Technology and research-driven pharmaceutical companies. The cooperation is intended to lead to better prerequisites for clinical research, new job opportunities in the region and better care.

The definition of clinical research is research that needs the resources of the health care services. Clinical research is important for developing the population’s health. Västra Götaland has a strong tradition of prominent research in medicine and pharmaceuticals. More than half of all clinical tests in Sweden are conducted within healthcare in the Västra Götaland region.

The region enjoys qualified health care and conducts successful research with Sahlgrenska University Hospital and Sahlgrenska Academy as the hub. Some 300 research projects are currently under way in collaboration between Sahlgrenska Academy and the university hospital. But high quality healthcare is also provided and high quality research carried on at other hospitals in the region and in primary care and municipal healthcare. Examples of strong fields of research are cardiovascular research, obesity, diabetes, biomaterials, pharmacology, neuroscience, paediatrics, epidemiology, rheumatology and microbiology.

Pharmaceutical companies and other companies that conduct clinical research need the infrastructure that a well structured healthcare system constitutes. The Gothia Forum

shall be a meeting-place that provides support and tools for clinical researchers and information about ongoing clinical research. Västra Götaland already today holds astrong position in clinical research. Region Västra Götaland’s intention is that the region’s healthcare will continue to be of interest for clinical research and clinical tests. Clinical research can generate new companies and is very important for the region’s development.

– The objective is to make Västra Götaland the most attractive region in Europe for high quality clinical research, says Kaj Stenlöf, Head of the Gothia Forum.
